Curriculum Overview 
Our topic this term is called ‘All About Me’.  We will talk about our families and how all families are different. We will 

learn about colours and how to mix colours. We will look closely at famous artists and paint self-portraits. In addition, 

we will learn about Autumn and talk about seasonal changes.   

Supporting your child at home with this topic 

• Share family photographs and talk about your family together. 

• Go on a walk and talk about signs of autumn that you can see. 

• Encourage your child to talk about the activities they enjoy doing at school. 

Phonics – We will begin phonics lessons in week 3. We use the Read Write Inc. scheme and begin to learn single sounds.  

Maths – We will be matching, sorting, and comparing objects and numbers. We will be focusing on mastering the 

numbers 1 -5 this term.  

RE – Our RE topic is called ‘Myself’ and we will be learning about people who belong to a religious group.  

Music -   Our topic this half term is “Me”. We will learn to sing nursery rhymes and action songs. We will begin to listen 

and respond to different styles of music. 

PE – Our PE lesson is every Wednesday at 9am, long hair needs to be tied up and earrings removed please.  

Reading 
Home readers - In a few weeks, children will begin to 

bring ‘home reading’ books home to read to a grown up at 

home. More information about this to follow shortly.  

Library books – Every Friday Reception class will visit the 

school library. Children are allowed to take one book home 

to share with their grown-ups each week. We then expect 

the book to be returned on the following Friday to 

exchange for a new book.

Behaviour system – In class we have discussed expected and unacceptable behaviour. Children are rewarded with team 

points for good behaviour in and around school and these contribute to our whole school team point totals.

Weather – In Reception class we go outside whatever the weather! Please bring a raincoat every day. Please apply sun 

cream to your child before school on hot days, your child can bring their own sun cream and reapply it themselves at 

lunchtime. The sun cream must be labelled.
